Investment Strategy

The Scheme follows an active investment strategy. The fund management
team will endeavor to maintain a consistent performance in the scheme by
maintaining a balance between safety, liquidity and profitability aspects of
various investments. The investments in debt instruments carry various
risks like interest rate risk, liquidity risk, default risk, purchasing power risk
etc. While they cannot be done away with, they can be minimized by
diversification and effective use of hedging techniques. The fund
management team will take an active view of the interest rate movement by
keeping a close watch on various parameters of the Indian economy, as well
as developments in global markets. Investment views / decisions will be
taken on the basis of the following parameters:

1. Prevailing interest rate scenario

2. Quality of the security / instrument (including the financial health of the
issuer)

3. Maturity profile of the instrument

4. Liquidity of the security

5. Growth prospects of the company / industry

6. Any other factors in the opinion of the fund management team.

Portfolio Turnover

The Scheme has no explicit constraints either to maintain or limit the
portfolio turnover. Portfolio turnover will depend upon the circumstances
prevalent at any time and would also depend on the extent of volatility in the
market and inflows/outflows in the scheme. The Fund Manager will however
endeavour to maintain a low portfolio turnover rate.

Macaulay Duration: Measure of the weighted average time taken to get
back the cash flows is called ‘Macaulay Duration’ and is one comprehensive
parameter portraying the risk-return profile of the bond. The weight of each
cash flow is determined by dividing the present value of the cash flow by
the price. It is expressed in number of years or days.

The Macaulay duration can be viewed as the economic balance point of a
group of cash flows. Another way to interpret the statistic is that it is the
weighted average number of years an investor must maintain a position in
the bond until the present value of the bond's cash flows equals the amount
paid for the bond.

Factors Affecting Duration

A bond's price, maturity, coupon and yield to maturity all factor into the
calculation of duration. All else equal, as maturity increases, duration
increases. As a bond's coupon increases, its duration decreases. As
interest rates increase, duration decreases and the bond's sensitivity to
further interest rate increases goes down. Also, sinking fund in place, a
scheduled prepayment before maturity and call provisions lower a bond's
duration.

Take a bond with Rs. 100 face value, 10% coupon rate and tenor of the
bond is 5 years and the discount factor is 10%.

Pursuant to Regulation 25(16A) of the SEBI (MF) Regulations, 1996 and
para 6.9 of SEBI Master Circular on Mutual Funds dated May 19, 2023,
AMC will invest minimum amount as a percentage of AUM based on the
risk associated with the Scheme and such investment will not be
redeemed unless the Scheme is wound up.

Please
contact the nearest Investor Service Centre (ISC) of ABSLAMC or visit our website
www.adityabirlacapital.com for the said Declaration Form.

ABSLAMC/ABSLMF shall verify the source of funds to ensure that funds have come from the drawer’s
accountonly.

e) Investorsarerequestedtonotethat,in case of:

i. Payment by Cheque: An investor at the time of his/her purchase must provide the details of his
pay-in bank account (i.e. account from which a subscription payment is made) and his pay-out bank
account (i.e. account into which redemption/Income Distribution cum capital withdrawal option
proceeds are to be paid).

If the name/bank account number is not pre-printed on the cheque and signature on the cheque
does not match with signature on the application, then the first named applicant/investor should
submitany one of the following documents:

a.acopy# of the bank passbook or a statement of bank account having the name and address of the
account holderand account number;

b. a letter* (in original) from the bank on its letterhead certifying that the investor maintains an
account with the bank, along with information like bank account number, bank branch, account type,
the MICR code of the branch &IFSC Code (where available).

# Investors should also bring the original documents along with the documents mentioned in (a)

above to the ISCs/Official Points of Acceptance of ABSLMF. The copy of such documents will be
verified with the original documents to the satisfaction of the ABSLAMC/ABSLMF. The original
documents will be returned across the counter to the investor after due verification.

*Inrespect of (b) above, it should be certified by the bank manager with his/her full signature, name,
employee code, bank seal and contact number.

Investors should note that where the bank account numbers have changed on account of the
implementation of core banking system at their banks, any related communication from the bank
towards a change in bank account number should accompany the application form for subscription
of units.

ii. Payment by RTGS, NEFT, ECS, Bank transfer, etc: A copy of the instruction to the bank stating the
account number debited must accompany the purchase application. The account number mentioned
on the transfer Instruction copy should be a registered bank account or the first named unitholder
should be one of the account holders to the bank account.

6.NRIINVESTORS

Repatriation basis:

Payments by NRIs/FPIs may be made by way of Indian rupee drafts purchased abroad or out of funds held
in NRE/FCNR account or by way of cheques drawn on non-resident external accounts payable at par and
payable at the cities where the Investor Service Centres are located. In case of Indian rupee drafts
purchased and subscriptions through NRIs / FCNR account, an account debit certificate from the bank
issuing the draft confirming the debit should also be enclosed.

Non Repatriationbasis:

NRIs investing on a non repatriable basis may do so by issuing cheques drawn on Non-Resident of India
(NRO) account payable at the cities where the Investor Service Centres are located.

7.NOMINATION

1. Asper para17.16 of the SEBI Master Circular for Mutual Funds dated May 19, 2023, SEBI had mandated
thatinvestors subscribing to mutual fund units on or after October 1,2022, shall have the choice of:

a. Providing nomination in the format specified in fourth schedule of SEBI (Mutual Funds)
Regulations, 1996 (or)

b. Opting out of nomination through a signed Declaration form.

2. Iftheunitsareheldjointly (i.e., in case of multiple unitholders in the folio), all joint holders need to sign
the Nomination Form (evenif the mode of holding/operationis on “Anyone or Survivor” basis).

3. Nomination made by a unit holder shall be applicable for units held in all the schemes under the
respective folio /account.

4. WhocanNominate:
i) The nomination can be made only by individuals applying for/holding units on their own behalf
singly or jointly.
ii) ANon-Resident Indian may be nominated subject to the applicable exchange control regulations.
Nominationis notallowed for:

ii) Non-individuals including a Society, Trust, Body Corporate, Partnership Firm, Karta of Hindu
undivided family, a Power of Attorney holder.

Nomination is not allowed in a folio of a Minor unitholder. Also, Guardian of Minor unitholder cannot
nominate.

5. WhocanbeaNominee:

Nomination canalso bein favour of the Central Government, State Government, a local authority, any
person designated by virtue of his office or areligious or charitable trust.

A minor may be nominated. In that event, the date of birth proof of Minor, Name and address of the
Guardian of the minor nominee needs to be provided.

6.  Multiple Nominees: Nomination can be made in favour of multiple nominees, subject to a maximum of
three nominees. In case of multiple nominees, the percentage of the allocation/share should be in
whole numbers without any decimals, adding upto a total of 100%. If the total percentage of
allocation amongst multiple nominees does not add up to 100%, the nomination request shall be
treated as invalid and rejected. If the percentage of allocation/ share for each of the nominee is not
mentioned, the allocation /claim settlement shall be made equally amongst all the nominees.

7. Everynew nomination for afolio/account shall overwrite the existing nomination, if any.
8.  Nominationshall stand rescinded upon the transfer of units.

9. Deathof Nominee/s: Inthe event of the nominee(s) pre-deceasing the unitholder(s), the unitholder/s
is/are advised to make a fresh nomination soon after the demise of the nominee. The nomination will
automatically stand cancelled in the event of the nominee(s) pre-deceasing the unitholder(s). In case
of multiple nominations, if any of the nominee is deceased at the time of death claim settlement, the
said nominee’s share will be distributed equally amongst the surviving nominees.

10.  Transmission of units in favour of a Nominee shall be valid discharge by the asset management
company/ Mutual Fund / Trustees against the legal heir(s).

1. Thenomination will be registered only when this formis valid and completeinall respects.

12.  Inrespect of folios/accounts where the Nomination has been registered, the AMC will not entertain
any request for transmission / claim settlement from any person other than the registered
nominee(s), unless so directed by any competent court.

8.ELECTRONICPAYOUT OF REDEMPTION/INCOME DISTRIBUTION CUM CAPITAL WITHDRAWAL OPTION

ABSLAMC will endeavor to credit the redemptions/Payout of Income Distribution cum capital withdrawal
optiondirectly to the designated Bank A/c of the unitholders of Aditya Birla Sun Life Mutual Fund schemes
through any of the available electronic mode (i.e. RTGS/ NEFT/ Direct Credit/ ECS). ABSLAMC reserves the
right to use any of the above mode of payment as deemed appropriate for all folios where the required
information is available. The Mutual Fund, however, reserves the right to issue a cheque inspite of an
investor opting for Electronic Payout.

9.DIRECT APPLICATIONS AND EUIN

a. Investment in Direct Plan: Investors applying under Direct Plan, are advised to write the word
'DIRECT" in the column 'ARN No' or 'Broker Code' in their applications for purchases/additional
purchases/switches in all such cases where applications are not routed through any distributor/
agent/ broker. In cases where unit holder uses a pre-printed transaction slip/application form where
details in the 'ARN No' or 'Broker Code' column is already printed, unit holder should cancel the ARN
No/ Broker Code, write 'DIRECT' in the said column. Also, in case ARN No/ Broker Code is mentioned
in the application form, but “Direct Plan” is indicated, the ARN No/ Broker Code will be ignored
and the application will be processed under Direct Plan, subject to it being completein all other
aspects. Further, where application is received for Regular Plan without Distributor code or
"Direct" mentionedinthe ARN Column, the ionwill be proc DirectPlan.

b.  Employee Unique Identification Number (EUIN) is a unique number allotted to Sales personnel i.e.
employee/ relationship manager/ sales person of the distributor interacting with the investor for
the sale of mutual fund products. Such sales personnel associated with Distributor, should also be
holding a valid NISM certificate. Thus, in case of applications routed through distributors, in
addition to the AMFI Registration Number (ARN) of the distributor, Investors are requested to
also provide the EUIN of the individual ARN holder or of employee/relationship manager/sale



person of the Distributor il with the i Providing appropriate EUIN in the
application/transaction forms would assist in tackling the problem of mis-selling even if the Sales
personnel on whose advice the transaction was executed by investor leaves the employment of the
distributor or his/her sub broker. If the distributor has not given any advice pertaining to the
investment (i.e. transaction is ‘execution only’), then the EUIN box may be left blank, but it would be
mandatory for the investor to provide confirmationas mentioned in the application form.

10.E-MAIL COMMUNICATION

Account Statements, Quarterly Newsletter, Annual Reports and Transaction Confirmation can be sent to
Unit holders by post / email. Should the Unit holder experience any difficulty in accessing in the
electronically delivered documents, the unit holder shall promptly inform the same to the Mutual Fund. It
is deemed that the Unit holder is aware of all security risks including possible third party interception of
the documents and contents of the documents becoming known to third parties. For ease of
communication, firstapplicant's own email ID and mobile number should be provided.
