Portfolio Rebalancing

Rebalancing due to Short Term Defensive Consideration

Due to market conditions, the AMC may invest beyond the range set out in the asset
allocation. Such deviations shall normally be for a short term and defensive
considerations as per para 1.14.1.2 of SEBI Master Circular on Mutual Funds dated June
27, 2024, and the fund manager will rebalance the portfolio within 30 calendar days from
the date of deviation.

Rebalancing due to Passive Breach:

Further, as per para 2.9 of SEBI Master Circular on Mutual Funds dated June 27, 2024,
as may be amended from time to time, in the event of deviation from mandated asset
allocation due to passive breaches (occurrence of instances not arising out of omission
and commission of the AMC), the fund manager shall rebalance the portfolio of the
Scheme within 30 Business Days. In case the portfolio of the Scheme is not rebalanced
within the period of 30 Business Days, justification in writing, including details of efforts
taken to rebalance the portfolio shall be placed before the Investment Committee of the
AMC. The Investment Committee, if it so desires, can extend the timeline for rebalancing
up to sixty (60) Business Days from the date of completion of mandated rebalancing
period. Further, in case the portfolio is not rebalanced within the aforementioned
mandated plus extended timelines the AMC shall comply with the prescribed restrictions,

shall immediately disclose the same to the investors through SMS and email / letter
including details of portfolio not rebalanced. Subsequently, the AMC shall also
immediately communicate to investors through SMS and email / letter when the portfolio
is rebalanced. Additionally, the AMC shall disclose the deviation from the mandated asset
allocation to investors along with periodic portfolio disclosures as specified by SEBI from
the date of lapse of mandated plus extended rebalancing timelines.

Investment Strategy

The primary investment strategy of the scheme would be to generate long term
capital appreciation by investing in equity and equity related instruments of
Public Sector Undertakings (PSUs) The scheme may continue to hold
companies in the Scheme which subsequently may get privatized or where the
Government shareholding gets reduced through the process of disinvestment
(but minimum PSU/ Central government / state government stake of 25% or
single largest shareholder).The scheme will follow a bottom-up approach to
stock-picking. All companies selected will be analyzed taking into account the
business fundamentals like nature and stability of business, prospects of future
growth and scalability, financial discipline and returns, valuations in relation to
broad market, expected growth in earnings and the company's financial strength
and track record.

The scheme may also invest in ADR/ GDR and equities of listed overseas
companies. These investments will be made in line with the RBI and SEBI
guidelines and will be within the limits prescribed by SEBI/RBI from time to time.

The Scheme may also invest a small portion of its corpus in money market
instruments to manage its liquidity requirements. The fund investment in debt
securities and money market instruments issued by corporate and/or state and
central government with the aim to controlling volatility and providing cash flows
on a continuous basis. Rigorous in depth credit evaluation of the securities
proposed to be invested in will be carried out by the investment team of the AMC
for its fixed income investments. In addition, the Investment Team of the AMC
studies the macro economic conditions, including the political, economic
environment and factors affecting liquidity and interest rates.

The portfolio shall be structured so as to keep risk at acceptable levels and invest
across Market cap. This shall be done through various measures including:

e Ongoing review of relevant market, industry, sector and economic
parameters

e Investing in companies which have been researched. Companies
deemed to be leaders in their respective products/industry.

e High quality businesses exhibiting favorable economics, capable and
trustworthy management teams

e Other parameters like operating profit margin, net profit margin, P/E
ratio, better earnings visibility, etc.

e Investments in debentures and bonds will usually be in instruments
which have been assigned investment grade ratings by any approved
rating agency.

ABSLAMC may, from time to time, review and modify the Scheme’s investment
strategy if such changes are considered to be in the best interests of the unit
holders and if market conditions warrant it. Investments in securities and
instruments not specifically mentioned earlier may also be made, provided they
are permitted by SEBI/RBI and approved by the Trustee.

The Mutual Fund, however, reserves the right to issue a cheque inspite of an investor
optingfor Electronic Payout.

9.DIRECT APPLICATIONS AND EUIN

a.  Investmentin Direct Plan: Investors applying under Direct Plan, are advised to write the word 'DIRECT' in
the column'ARN No'or '‘Broker Code'in their applications for purchases/additional purchases/switchesin
all such cases where applications are not routed through any distributor/agent/broker. In cases where
unit holder uses a pre-printed transaction slip/application form where details in the 'ARN No' or 'Broker
Code' columnis already printed, unit holder should cancel the ARN No/ Broker Code, write 'DIRECT"in the
said column. Also, in case ARN No/ Broker Code is mentioned in the application form, but “Direct
Plan” is indicated, the ARN No/ Broker Code will be ignored and the application will be processed
under Direct Plan, subject to it being complete in all other aspects. Further, where application is
received for Regular Plan without Distributor code or "Direct” mentioned in the ARN Column, the

b.  Employee Unique Identification Number (EUIN) is a unique number allotted to Sales personnel i.e.
employee/ relationship manager/ sales person of the distributor interacting with the investor for the
sale of mutual fund products. Such sales personnel associated with Distributor, should also be holdinga
valid NISM certificate. Thus, in case of applications routed through distributors, in addition to the
AMFI Registration Number (ARN) of the distributor, Investors are requested to also provide the
EUIN of the individual ARN holder or of ploy i i 'sale person of the
Distributor interacting with the investor. Providing appropriate EUIN in the application/ transaction
forms would assist in tackling the problem of mis-selling even if the Sales personnel on whose advice the
transaction was executed by investor leaves the employment of the distributor or his/her sub broker. If
the distributor has not given any advice pertaining to the investment (i.e. transaction is ‘execution only’),
then the EUIN box may be left blank, but it would be mandatory for the investor to provide confirmation
asmentionedintheapplicationform.

10.E-MAIL COMMUNICATION

Account Statements, Quarterly Newsletter, Annual Reports and Transaction Confirmation can be sent to Unit
holders by post / email. Should the Unit holder experience any difficulty in accessing in the electronically
delivered documents, the unit holder shall promptly inform the same to the Mutual Fund. It is deemed that the
Unit holder is aware of all security risks including possible third party interception of the documents and
contents of the documents becoming known to third parties.
